WHERE THE MOUNTAIN STANDS

S
ome fifty people gathered in the Community Church on July
19th to enjoy hearing excerpts from a book to be published
next spring. ‘The Mountain Stands Alone’ defines itself as sto-

ries of place in the Monadnock Region. Richard Meryman read his piece
about the eccentric artist Abbot Thayer,Edie Clark offered a story of
another artist,who was a relative of her late husband. William Preston
Phelps was largely unappreciated during his  tragic life,and saw all his
paintings taken away to be sold at auction when he ran out of money.
Tim Clark engaged the audience with his memories of performing in
“Our Town” at the Peterborough Players.

The event was presented in cooperation with the Monadnock
Institute of Nature,Place and Culture at Franklin Pierce College.

eorge Jantti is the newest profession-
al addition to Dublin’s Highway
Department and recycling center.

Like many in the area,his grandparents came to
the U.S. from Finland,but in the Jantti case, they
followed the St.Lawrence Seaway to Michigan.
With relatives in New Hampshire, they soon
came east and bought a farm in Troy. Shortly
after this momentous decision, lightning struck
their barn and burned it to the ground. But they
persevered and George was born on that prop-
erty on West Hill. By the time he was grown,
the farm was gone. “I didn’t get any part of the
farm,” he commented.

“My parents separated when I was young,”
said George. “My mother and I moved to
Keene,and my father went back to Michigan.
I’ve never been there myself.”

George served in the military for three years
during the Vietnam conflict,but luck sent him in

the other direction and he found himself in
Germany when the Berlin Wall was still standing.
While he took advantage of the opportunity to
visit European cities,he remains a country boy,
who enjoys hunting and fishing,and watches
NASCAR races on TV for relaxation.

After George returned home,he married a
“local girl” named Gerri. The couple had two
children,who both remain in the area. Son Mike
lives at home,and daughter Tammy works in the
MRI department of Cheshire Medical Center,
and has a home in Jaffrey. She and her husband
have two children.

George found employment with a local
builder,where he remained for 11 years. Asked
about his duties in the building trade,he thought
for a minute and then said,“Just about anything
that came along.”  As it happens, the range of his
professional skills is just what was needed in
Dublin.

RAISING AUTISM AWARENESS

M
olly Pinney and Nic Fox are off across the country. Theirs is
no typical summer vacation,but a crusade. Like so many
crusades, this one needs money. Peter and Teresa Imhoff

generously lent their house recently as a setting for an educational pro-
gram on the Global Autism Project. At the gathering,Dubliners learned of
the pair’s efforts to make a larger audience aware of the trials and rewards
involved in raising a child who has difficulty communicating,and frequently
cannot deal with social situations. Given training,Molly believes,parents or
caregivers can cope.

Molly’s involvement began the summer of her sophomore year at
Northeastern University,when, instead of her usual seasonal job of direct-
ing Dublin’s Summer Playground,she joined AmeriCorps. That organiza-
tion sent her to Seattle and a program for children with behavioral prob-
lems,who had been suspended from school.

She became close to a mixed race family from Ghana,with a 6-year-old
autistic son. When the family returned to Accra,Ghana’s Capital,Molly
went with them. Word of her remarkable work with the boy soon spread,
and before long people were knocking on the door,begging for help.

In Ghana there was no program dealing with behavioral problems and
only one speech therapist in the area. The problems involved in autism are
particularly acute,Molly points out,because it is a Spectrum Disorder,
which in layman’s terms means no two symptoms and behaviors can be
counted on to be alike. Some children with autism will allow themselves
to be hugged,while others will scream if anyone touches them.

“I only intended to take one year off from school,” Molly said, “That
was five years ago. I was planning to come home for Christmas,but never
got there,” she reported,“But I’d been communicating with Nic by email.”  

Nic was in the Peace Corps in Mali and joined her for Christmas in
Accra,now his future home. She soon founded The Global Autism Project.

Nic and Molly are off on a month long trip with canoe and kayak. In
conjunction with the American Autism Society, they will stop in a number
of U.S.cities,head for local lakes,and take children and their parents on a
watery adventure. “There are so few recreational opportunities for autis-
tic children,” said Molly.

Come fall,Nic returns to Accra to continue their work there,and Molly
will go to Columbia University to get a degree in Behavioral Neuroscience.
While studying,she will keep in close touch with the project she founded.

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A SUMMER CELEBRATION OF THE DUBLIN ART COLONY 100 YEARS AGO

O
n Saturday, July 30th,a large crowd of
Dublin Historical Society and Friends
of the Dublin Art Colony supporters

came together to celebrate the 20th anniversary
of a landmark art exhibition and catalogue. “A
Circle of Friends:Art Colonies of Dublin and
Cornish” was the third in a 1985 year-long
series of exhibitions developed by the University
Art Galleries,University of New Hampshire to
document the culture and history of New
Hampshire and the contributions of the state to
American cultural history. For the “Circle of
Friends” exhibition the Thorne-SagendorphArt
Gallery,Keene State College was a cooperative
partner with the University.

During 1985 “A Circle of Friends” was seen

at Thorne-Sagendorf Art Gallery,Keene;Saint-
Gauden’s National Historic Site,Cornish;Hood
Museum of Art,Hanover;and at University Art
Galleries,Durham. The exhibition drew large
audiences,and the catalogue was reprinted to
meet public demand. The objects on loan were
returned to the lenders,and the exhibition and
catalogue became a memory. In the years since
1985 a generation of Dubliners has grown up
with little knowledge of the artistic ferment that
characterized Dublin a century ago. A new
group of artists has moved to Dublin in the
intervening years, so the artistic tradition of our
town continues. The recently formed (1995)
Friends of the Dublin Art Colony and the
Thorne-Sagendorph Art Gallery have collaborat-

ed to help purchase works of art by artists of
Dublin and Cornish;members of the Dublin
Historical Society are supporting the work of
the Dublin Archives to ensure the old and new
history of the Dublin art colony is preserved for
posterity.

Barbara Ball Buff, author of the 1985 cata-
logue entry on the Dublin art colony,returned
to Dublin for the event with a slide presentation
and lecture, followed by refreshments. It is the
hope of the Dublin Historical Society and the
Friends of the Dublin Art Colony that further
scholarship into the subject will be stimulated by
the event,and new research will be forthcoming
in time for the 25th anniversary of “A Circle of
Friends”, in 2010.

O
n the evening of Friday,August 26th,Ambassador and Mrs.
Joseph C.Petrone will welcome Dublin Historical Society
members to their home “Knollwood”,on Upper Jaffrey Road.

The Annual Meeting will commence promptly at 7:30 p.m.with a short
business report to the membership. The speaker of the evening will be Bill
Veillette, former Regional GM for Otis Canada, Inc.,based in Toronto. Mr.
Veillette,now a resident of Amherst,NH,was appointed Director of the
New Hampshire Historical Society in December 2004. Some of his many
community activities include: trustee,Historic New England (formerly
SPNEA);member,New Hampshire’s Land and Community Heritage
Investment Program (LCHIP);Treasurer,New Hampshire Preservation

Alliance (formerly Inherit New Hampshire);Treasurer,Historical Society of
Amherst,NH,and founding member of the Amherst (NH) Heritage
Commission;and Overseer of Dartmouth-Hitchcock Medical Center.

Mr.Veillette will deliver a lecture with slides chronicling New Englanders’
efforts to record and preserve their past,beginning with Rev. Jeremy
Belknap’s three-volume History of New Hampshire (published 1784,1791,
and 1792) and the 1791 founding of the Massachusetts Historical Society.
Rev.Belknap’s History received scant attention from his own New England
contemporaries,but Europeans were fascinated with the flora and fauna of
the New World. Belknap’s History became one of a number of histories of
