D
ublin is joining a neighbor’s lawsuit to
be heard in Cheshire Country
Superior Court in Keene. Actually,

two neighbors are involved. One is a group of
concerned Jaffrey citizens. The other is our giant
neighbor,Mt.Monadnock. The issue is serious
enough that the Society for the Protection of
NH Forests has also joined the suit. It is expect-
ed other involved parties will be joining as well.

At issue is the Jaffrey Zoning Board of
Adjustment and the Planning Board’s approval of
a development within the Mountain Zone
Overlay District setting 36 houses close togeth-
er on both sides of a road that travels along a
700-yard ridge within the Mountain Zone.

One of the 22 Jaffrey litigants and abutters is
H.Charles Royce Jr.who helped write legislation
that established the Mountain Zone Overlay
District 14 years ago,when he served as a state
representative. Dublin’s Planning Board had
been at work on creating a mountain zone at
the same time. In fact,efforts to protect the
mountain date back as far as 1883. In the l980’s
a group of Dubliners in the Burpee Road area
formed Monadnock Eastern Slopes Association,
or MESA that dedicated itself, among other res-
olutions,“to promote land use that remains low
density and residential in character.”

The proposed development, located on
Mountain Road, (Route 124,) would be residen-

tial in character,but density is another matter.
The plans for the property,owned by Robert
Van Dyke of Rindge, involve houses set roughly
30 feet apart. “The development is 2 to 3 times
more dense than standard zoning would allow,”
pointed out Mr.Royce. Further, the three other
regional abutter towns which border
Monadnock were not informed of the plans
until this summer,when a re-hearing was sched-
uled for a slightly modified development plan.

Monadnock is believed to be the most-
climbed mountain in the U.S., if not the world,
with over 100,000 people climbing the mountain
annually. The prospect of climbers gazing down
at a series of subdivisions snaking up the moun-
tainside is certain to dampen Monadnock’s
majesty,according to the litigants.

An abutter and participant in the lawsuit,
Kenneth Campbell, applauded the establishment
of the mountain zone,saying “This district is
unique because it represents an all too rare
example of community cooperation in regional
land use planning and zoning to protect an
extraordinary natural resource. It is the first and
only regional planning zone in New Hampshire.”

Added Jaffrey resident Holly Alderman,
“Gradual population increase is one thing,but to
ruin our rural culture and turn us into an unat-
tractive suburb,destroying the beauty of our
mountain as we go, is quite another.”

S
tevee Greeff has been involved in cre-
ative work ever since she can remem-
ber. As a teen-ager,helping out at her

father’s company,Greeff Fabrics, she started
sketching wallpaper designs. The firm’s design
team thought them good enough to include in
the line,and they proved successful. Since that
time,no matter where she lived,she invariably
has a creative project going.

And she has lived in a variety of places,before
settling into Dublin in the mid-90’s. She was no
stranger to the area,being a member of the
MacVeagh clan,with a half sister living in
Marlborough. No matter how much the family
grows, it remains closely knit. One brave cousin
hosts a Thanksgiving dinner annually. Last year
the participants numbered around 50. Summer
usually brings the family together for games and
a race across Dublin Lake.

Stevee was in London when she met her for-
mer husband,an Italian,who took her off to
Milan. There the couple raised their two chil-
dren. Daughter Didi still lives in Milan,but brings
her husband and children to Dublin for a visit
each summer. Son Tomas lives and works in
London.

In Milan,Stevee continued working with for-
eign branches of Greeff,but found herself grow-
ingly interested in oil painting,with a focus on
both scenic vistas and portraiture. “I had a small
studio on the 9th floor of a building,” she recalls.
“Lord knows how I ever got the big canvases up
those stairs.”

Back home in America, in addition to oil paint-
ing, she began experimenting with painted furni-
ture. Next came decorated baskets that proved
particularly popular as handbags in Florida.
Stevee is close to her mother,who winters in
Ponte Verde,Florida. “I had to do most of the
design on the baskets when visiting her. I real-
ized how much climate affects my color sense. I
found a Palm Beach store willing to sell my bas-
kets,and I would try to paint a few while here at
home,and the colors would just look wrong. I
needed the hot,bright shades that are every-
where in Florida.”

While Stevee says she loved working on her
painted baskets, she was forced to recognize the
project as labor-intensive to an impractical
degree. “It took so long to do the work, I would
have to charge a lot to justify the time commit-
ment. Another problem was that the place

where I bought the basic basket in Peterbor-
ough closed its doors.”

Stevee’s latest artistic endeavor involves highly
decorative portraits of single pieces of fruit
against a bright background executed in acrylic.

“I always have some sort of project going on,”
she says.
