Minutes of April 17

Dublin Open Space Plan

The Board reviewed the draft of the Open Space Plan that the Open Space Committee has been working on.  The Board agreed that it would be a good resource to take into account when considering Open Space developments.

Glenn Estate Lot Line Adjustment Map 2 – Lot 3 

At 7:30 Bruce opened the Public Hearing on a Lot Line adjustment application from Dennis McKenney for property owned by William Glenn and Emmy McLellan located on Old Marlborough and Old Troy and identified as Map 2, Lot 3.

Present was Dennis McKenny, Emmy McLellan and Bill Barker.

Dennis McKenney presented the Board with a Lot Line Application to make an adjustment to a subdivision application that the Board approved April 19 2007. 

The new Lot Line Adjustment lines will coincide with easement boundaries that already exist.

The Board agreed to waive items 9k and 9l on the application checklist.

Bruce moved that the application is complete.  Seconded by Suzan.  Approved by unanimous vote.

Bruce moved to approve the Lot Line Adjustment application.  Seconded by Neil.  Approved by unanimous vote.

Noise Ordinance

Sterling brought up the idea of the Town having a noise ordinance he stated that the Selectmen have been looking into this idea and they were wondering if the Planning Board had anything that they would like to input.  The Planning Board said that there are regulations in place in  Site Plan Review for commercial issues but there is nothing for residential noise.
