Minutes of August 21

Kim Bergeron Map 4 - Lots 37& 38 A
Bruce opened the Public Hearing for Kim Bergeron and read the notice of the hearing at 7:15.  Kim Bergeron came in for Public Hearing for a lot line adjustment for property located on the northwest side of Goldmine Rd.  Mr. Bergeron explained that in 2006 he came in for a Lot Line Adjustment on the same property and would like to adjust the lines due to the owner of the other property not needing the full amount that was adjusted previously.
