The Planning Board met for its regular meeting on Thursday June 5, at 7:00 pm.  Present: Chairman Bruce Simpson, Bill Goodwin, Suzan Macy, Neil Sandford, Scott Swanson, Selectman’s Representative Sterling Abram and Planning Board Secretary Candice Reed.  Not present was Peter Imhoff. 

US Cingular Bond  

The Selectmen passed along a letter that they had received from Traveler’s Casualty and Surety Company informing the Town that the Removal Bond for the cell tower on Beech Hill will be cancelled effective July 20, 2008.  This bond was required as part of the final approval.  After discussion the Board agreed that Bruce would send a letter to US Cingular asking them to have the bond reinstated and send proof of this to the Board by July 17.  If this is not received by this date the Board will schedule a Public Hearing to determine if the approval for the tower should be revoked.

Mary Korpi & Janice Loring– Subdivision  Map 3 Lot 74

The Board received an application from Mary Korpi and Janice Loring for a proposed subdivision located on Parsons Rd and identified as Map 3, Lot 74.  The Board informally reviewed the application and noted the following items;

· The numbering should be changed to lot 74 & 74A

· There needs to be clarification whether the Surveyor is an independent consultant or a Subcontractor.

Bruce said that he would get in contact with the owners and let them know these 2 items so they could have them corrected by the Public Hearing.

Wood –Fired Boilers


The Board had an informal discussion about regulation of outdoor wood-fired boilers.  The Board discussed the fact that many communities have started to regulate them due to the pollution that they cause.  Bruce had emailed out a couple of web pages that gave information about these boilers.  The Board agreed to look into this more and see what ways they could lower the impact on others while still encouraging alternate ways of heating houses with the cost of oil becoming so high.
