                                               Thursday September 18, 2008

The Planning Board met for its regular meeting on Thursday September 18, at 7:00 pm.  Present: Chairman Bruce Simpson, Bill Goodwin, Peter Imhoff, Suzan Macy, Neil Sandford, Scott Swanson, Selectman’s Representative Sterling Abram and Planning Board Secretary Candice Reed.  

Also present was Pricilla Miller from the Monadnock Ledger Transcript. 

Recommendation to Selectman 

The Selectmen would like a recommendation from the Planning Board about accepting a gift of land from Peter and Teresa Imhoff to be used to expand the cemetery.  It is a 1.41-acre lot that will be used to create more plots for full and cremation burial sites.  

Neil moved to recommend to the selectmen that the acceptance of the gift is a great idea.  Seconded by Bill.  Approved by unanimous vote.

Public Hearing for Lot Line Adjustment Town of Dublin/ Peter & Teresa Imhoff

At 7:30 Bruce opened the Public Hearing to consider an application from the Town of Dublin and Peter & Teresa Imhoff for a Lot Line Adjustment between land owned by Town of Dublin and Peter & Teresa Imhoff.  The property is identified as Map 6, Lot 47B and located on Old Common Rd.

Bruce went through the checklist to be sure the application was complete.

Neil moved to approve the Lot Line Adjustment.  Seconded by Scott.  Approved.  Yea and 1 abstention.  

Conceptual Consultation from Tom and Anne Blodgett Lot Line Adjustment/ Subdivision

Tom and Anne came in for a conceptual consultation to discuss a Lot Line Adjustment and a 2-lot subdivision that they would like to do.  The Blodgetts are in the process of putting their property up for sale and they would like to cut off 2 acres to use for a LLA with their abutters so that the abutters can expand their property.  They would then like to take a 12-acre lot out of the remaining lot so that they can build a house to live in.

The Board set a Public Hearing for Thursday October 16 at 7:15 pm.

Site Plan Review Consultation  Charlie Pillsbury

Charlie Pillsbury came in to discuss with the Board whether he would need Site Plan Review for an apartment building that he owns on Main St in Dublin.  Mr. Pillsbury stated to the Board that the building had been approved for a three unit apartment building, later he came to the Board to have the approval changed to a two unit apartment building with the third unit to be used as a gift shop.  When the tenant moved the business out of the unit Mr. Pillsbury rented out the shop as an apartment once again.  The Board discussed some things that Mr. Pillsbury would need to document before the Board could determine whether or not SPR would be needed.  He would need to find out when the original approval for the 3-unit apartment building was given and provide the Board with proof from a licensed septic designer, that the current septic would support a change of use.

The Board agreed to continue this meeting until the next regularly scheduled meeting on October 2 and will wait for the reports from the Code enforcement Officer and the Fire Chief.

At 9:15 Bruce moved that the meeting be adjourned.  Seconded by Scott.   Approved by unanimous vote.
