The DCC créche was the creation of

Elizabeth Pool. When she and her family
moved to Dublin in 1951, it was a tradition
at the DCC to have the town’s children
receive Christmas gifts from Santa at
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annual church parties. Mrs. Pool thought it 2
would be more in the spirit of the season if g
the children gave rather than received; they 2
would bring gifts for the less fortunate and
place them in front of the créche.

The minister of the Church, Rev. Lyman
Rutledge, enthusiastically supported the
idea, and Mrs. Pool went to work.

Two dear friends, Ann Ackerman
and Blanche Burnett, were both church
members and experienced doll makers — a
perfect combination to help Mrs. Pool’s
vision become reality. With great skill and
imagination, the two friends created life-
like doll figures of the nativity, and Mrs.
Pool provided the beautiful animal figures.
William Pickford of Dublin built the first
stable to house the scene; by 1991 that
stable was very worn and shaky and was
replaced by the current barn built by Jeff
Cady of Harrisville.

The nativity figures won’t be in the barn
this year, but all are welcome to follow
the star to the front window of the Dublin
Community Church and gaze upon the
treasured figures that have been part of
Dublin’s collective Christmas memory
for so many years.

You can now register your car and pay

your taxes online. The links to do this are
on the Town of Dublin homepage at www.

townofdublin.org. You can also mail your
tax payments to: Dublin Tax Collector, PO
Box 62, Dublin, NH 03444.

Appointments will be scheduled for new
car registrations only. The Town Clerk and
Town Administrator are happy to assist
you by phone or email with other con-
cerns. If you schedule an appointment with
the Town Clerk/ Tax Collector or Town
Administrator, please wear a mask and
adhere to social distancing guidelines.

The Transfer Station will be open but
will not be accepting recyclables. These
items can be placed in your regular trash

for the time being. When visiting the
Transfer Station, please wear a mask and
maintain at least 6 feet between you and
any other person.

These changes are effective immedi-
ately; we will reassess the situation in
January. Please reference the Town website
for updates: www.townofdublin.org.

We can all do our part to slow the spread
of COVID-19 by washing our hands, using
hand sanitizer, wearing a mask, and keep-
ing our distance from others as much as
possible.

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Dublin Implements EB2Gov for Online Municipal Payments

Tax payments and car registrations can now be made on the Town website: TownofDublin.org

he Selectmen encourage people to pay
their tax bills online or through the mail
instead of coming in to the Town Hall.

The Town of Dublin has implemented
Interware Development’s (Ambherst, NH)
electronic billing and payment software
platform, EB2Gov, which allows citizens to
make instant and secure payments online
at any time.

Beginning November 12, 2020, resi-
dents can renew their motor vehicle and
dog licenses online, calculate motor
vehicle estimates, as well as request vital
records and access property tax payments
through the town website.

In New Hampshire, more than 150
towns and cities are using EB2Gov. These
partnerships allow residents to manage
their municipal bills anytime, anywhere.
The following online services are at no
cost to the Town, and a small fee is added
to payments for those who find value in
requesting these services online:

* Motor Vehicle Renewals: Payment
is accepted via e-check or credit card.
Residents can enter their vehicle infor-
mation to view their eligible vehicles
available for renewal as well as schedule
future payments. The registrations and
stickers will be issued by the town clerk
and sent to the resident via US mail.

* Motor Vehicle Estimates: Users can
lookup motor vehicle estimates for
a renewal or for a newly purchased
vehicle. EB2Gov will provide the most
accurate estimate possible.

* Dog Licensing: Residents can enter their
dog tag to review, renew, and submit
payment. Outdated rabies certificates
are identified, and users can upload
documents from their veterinarian.

* Vital Record Requests: Residents can
request certified copies for birth, death,
divorce, and marriage licenses.

* Property Taxes: Residents can look up

their property and project future costs,
schedule payments, and pay property
taxes online.

Citizens have the option to create a
myEB2Gov account allowing the added
benefits of managing their assets with
the town, scheduling payments, securely
storing payment information for a faster
checkout, and opt in to receive electronic
notifications. Creating an account is rec-
ommended; however, EB2Gov allows for
guest checkout as well.

Residents can access the online payment
portal through Dublin’s town website or
https:\\pay.eb2gov.com\DublinNH. Once
the transaction is successfully completed,
an email confirmation will be sent, and the
transaction can be viewed in the citizen’s
myEB2Gov account at any time.

Report from Our School Board Rep

hope all Dubliners have a happy, safe

and memorable holiday season — but yes,
it will be different! This will be a year to
remember for many good — and some not
so good — things, but there are so many
“goods” that it would take up the entire
Dublin Advocate newsletter to list them all!

COVID-19 has affected so many lives,
but we, as a community and school district,
have stood up to the challenge presented
and will get through it. As a school district,
we have planned and executed well.

There are many school districts in the
state emergency-transitioning to all-remote
learning at this time. The operative word
being “emergency.” Transitioning in such
a short time inevitably takes resources and
energy while continuing the primary goals
of safety and education.

I am struck by the plan we, at SAU 1
ConVal, have in place. Months ago, we
developed a plan to go fully remote (count-
ing holidays) by 11/25/20 and stay remote
until 1/19/21. Although this in most ways
aligns with what is happening in other
districts, the most important difference is
that this was a planned transition and not
an emergency action, which will result
in a predictable and positive outcome.
Although we could not predict the state of
the pandemic, we took a logical, knowl-
edgeable, proactive approach.

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DCA Forges Ahead Amid Pandemlc

Grandparents Day is a treasured tradi-
tion at Dublin Christian Academy.

An unexpected gift of the pandemic has
been the creation of new traditions, some
of which DCA expects will last long after
the pandemic is behind us.

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Katherine Gekas Shares Joy through Connections

Katherine and Ted Gekas were on a
search for a home where they could live
with more access to nature, when Ted’s twin
brother alerted them to the unique property
up the street on Windmill Hill Road in Dub-
lin. Katherine was an active organizer and
host of solar home tours where they lived

in Newton, Mass. She knew the “Envelope
House” in Dublin was speaking to her when
she saw a sandwich board for a solar home
tour in the garage. “It was a coincidence I
guess, but then again, there really are no
coincidences,” she said.

The Gekases bought the unique passive
solar home, and moved to Dublin in April
2018. Their two adult sons Alex and Gabe
are pursuing graduate and undergraduate
degrees, both in STEM fields, and enjoy
visiting when they can.

Trained as a clinical herbalist and mind-
body wellness instructor, Katherine is set-
tling into a community she loves already.
She is grateful for the Qigong and knitting
groups she’s joined at the DubHub. And
she’s building connections through sharing
her love of herbs and natural medicines,
facilitating wellness classes, and volun-
teering for the new Sharing Arts Center
that is part of the MaxT Makerspace in
Peterborough.

In September, The Monadnock Ledger-
Transcript featured an article about Kath-
erine’s summer herb garden tours, where
visitors learn about healing and medicinal
properties of common garden herbs. More
recently, she offered a webinar on the use
of herbs for treating anxiety, depression,
and sleep issues.

Katherine is also a facilitator for the

TIMBo Collective, a group of mind-body

teachers and mental health profession-

als who work to empower women and

heal individual and collective trauma.

She co-facilitates a 16-week mind-body

program that integrates discussion, yoga,

and guided meditation. The previously in-

person classes have been offered via Zoom

since the pandemic, and another 16-week

series will begin after the first of the year.
Perhaps her most ambitious commitment

since coming to Dublin is to the Fundrais-

ing Committee of the Sharing Arts Net-

work. Sharing Arts is a community-driven

effort to re-build the creative community

once housed at the Sharon Arts Center.

The Sharing Arts Network plans to open a

New Rep’s Diversity Statement
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ceramics center in the Dublin Village busi-
ness center on Route 101. They received a
grant from the state’s Community Develop-
ment Finance Authority that consists of tax
credits that can be sold to local businesses.
The group still needs to raise about $28,000
to be able to open the facility.

A potter herself, Katherine understands
the value of a physical studio that offers
work, storage, and exhibit space, as well
as shared equipment including wheels and
a kiln. Besides the sale of tax credits, the
Fundraising Committee is also selling
small ceramics and painted wooden blocks
and pallets at the Peterborough winter
farmer’s market and UU holiday fair, and
other seasonal outlets.

When asked about the through-line con-
necting her efforts, Katherine said, “I’ve
set an intention to cultivate joy — through
connections and partnerships. It’s not
something that necessarily comes eas-
ily, and it’s why I’'m so motivated to raise
funds for Sharing Arts, for the connections
they make possible. It’s how I think about
responding to all that’s going on in the
world right now — what does joy look like
for people who are different from us, and
how can we help each other arrive at that?”

he weekend bags of food from

End 68 Hours of Hunger have
anew home. Thanks to a commu-
nity effort to install and paint new
shelves, the bags are now stored
out of the weather in the unlocked
side-entry corridor to the Dublin
Community Church. Families of
food-insecure children are welcome
to pick up the bags at their con-
venience — just sign up ahead, so
organizers know how many bags to pack.

Families of remote learners can sign up
through their school; homeschoolers can
text 603-660-2914. Note that food is avail-
able to preschoolers as well; we don’t want
to miss anyone!

Not surprisingly during the pandemic,
the need for food is growing. This fall End
68 Hours has been sending home weekend
bags of food to an average of 200 children
a week — up from 154 in mid-March.

So what foods are most in demand?

Donations of 12-ounce boxes of cereal
and boxes of 8—10 packets of oatmeal are
very much needed.

The order describes “public spaces” as any part of private
or public property that is generally open or accessible to members of the general public
including, lobbies, waiting areas, outside plazas or patios, restaurants, retail businesses,
streets, sidewalks, parks, beaches, elevators, restrooms, stairways, parking garages, etc.

Blue Jays
BY TOM WARREN

have had many calls

about the large number
of Blue Jays in our area this
fall.

Blue Jays are in the fam-
ily Corvidae: crows, jays
and magpies. More than
200 species are recognized
around the world except
in New Zealand and some
Polynesian Islands.

Our Blue Jay is in the
sub-family of magpies and jays. The Blue
Jay is unmistakable, with blue, black and
white on both wings and tail.

They are noisy birds, very fond of

d

hearing their own voices and of
attacking owls, especially screech
owls, but they keep their distance
as many Blue Jay feathers are
found in the linings of owl nests.

The Blue Jay is a permanent
resident here in Dublin, but
does migrate, sometimes in the
| hundreds.

Blue Jays eat a variety of
animal (24%) and vegetable
matter (76%). Sunflower seeds,
peanuts and peanut butter and, on
especially cold days, suet are the
main diet. They also eat the eggs
and young of song birds, but in very small
numbers.

The nest is built of sticks, twigs, and
lined with fine rootlets. The clutch is made

up of 5-6 eggs that hatch in 16 days and
the young fledge in about 20 days. The
Blue Jay has powers of mimicry, espe-
cially imitating small birds like Chickadee,
Peewee, and the Winter Wren. But his best

effort involves copying the calls of the Red g

Shouldered Hawk.

Many observers consider the Blue Jay
as intelligent as his cousin the Crow. They
bury many nuts and seeds in the ground
and are responsible for the growth of many
trees in the forest, especially oak trees.

You are seeing many Blue Jays this fall
due to the extensive numbers of acorns
and beech nuts, which also indicate a ris-
ing population of mice and thus owls next
spring and summer.
